· TBI Staff will begin working on creating an Access Database to track potential researchers and to house a comprehensive list of evaluators for the grants.  
Services Update:
· Judy has been traveling around Colorado to conduct Education on the changes to the Children’s Program.  Recently, the Regional School Nurses Training was conducted and Judy was able to travel with the Colorado Department of Education and Department of Health to La Junta, Pueblo, Fort Collins, Colorado Springs, Grand Junction, Glenwood Springs
